She’d sent them priority
mail.

garage door in between snowfalls.

“] don’t want to hammer the post
office, because I know they’re doing
their best,” said Berger. “They’re {ry-
ing to get a lot of stuff delivered. But
I’d like to let people know if they didn’t
get a package they were expecting,
maybe they should go on a scavenger
hunt.”

Ann Arbor Postmaster Tim Inman
said carriers are typically very careful
about leaving parcels with their cus-
tomers, and he’s heard no complaints.
He said anyone who thinks a package
has been lost should wait 15 days for

mail (parcel post), then fill out a “mail
loss and rifling” form. In many cases,

the sender fills out the form.
“A lot of still be coming;

around the country.” Inman said.
“This weather’s been terrible for us.”
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
